All Stalls must be paid by separate cheque or by Visa/MC. All cheques will be cashed upon receipt, prior to the show. Stalls that are prepaid will be at the regular price plus 5% GST

Stall prices will increase by $20 (plus GST) per stall after September 7th, 2010.  There will be no guaranteed stalls or barns. 

SHOW RULES ALL EXHIBITORS / TRAINERS – PLEASE READ ALL RULES CAREFULLY.
•
American Quarter Horse Association (AQHA) rules shall apply in all classes according to the 2010 Official handbook.  Any questions need to occur prior to the start of the specific class in question. 

ARRIVAL/STABLING 
· Horses may be moved into stalls anytime after 10 am on Friday September 10th,  2010. Shavings will be available on a help yourself basis.  Stalls must be vacated by the end of show Sunday September 12th, 2010.  NO EARLY ARRIVALS PLEASE 
· Exhibitors who wish to be stabled together must reserve their stalls under the same name on the entry form provided. If the name under which the stalls are to be reserved is not the same, the stalls may not be listed together. 

· Although attempts are made to accompany every request, there is a limited number of end stalls, preferred stalls and locations with specific trainers / individuals. Please send in your information as soon as possible. Show management reserves the right to allocate stalls as required, and does not guarantee stall placement 

No Telephone reservations for stalls are accepted / Stabling Fees are Non-Refundable 
· No telephone entries will be accepted. No cheques may be post-dated after Sept 7th, 2009  If paying by Visa or MC, stabling requests can be emailed to qhaastabling@shaw.ca             

***Pre-Registration****** 
· While all shows are post entry, and changes can be made to classes without penalty, all copies of horse papers and exhibitor cards must be sent/faxed to the show secretary no later than September 7th to avoid a $50 Failure to Pre-Register Penalty. This is to ensure all data is in the show computer prior to the start of the show, and allows for class changes on a timely basis. 
· Check at the gate at least two classes in advance to make sure you are on the class sheet. EXHIBITORS ARE RESPONSIBLE FOR ERRORS ON ALL ENTRY FORMS. A horse entered in the wrong class may be transferred to its correct class after the judging program has been printed 433(c). 

· AQHA REGISTRATION PAPERS: A current photocopy of original papers must be presented with all entries. Registration forms must show owner exactly as listed on the papers. Amateur and Youth exhibitors must produce registration papers showing ownership as designated in Rule 403 and 404. (Refer to Rule 403 (a, 4) and Rule 404 (a) for changes to definition of separate legal entities). 

· Rule 406(d) Stallions may not be exhibited in Novice Amateur classes, Youth or Novice Youth classes. Gelding Statements will be available. 
· Performance Halter – Proof of ROM required from AQHA to enter these classes. See pgs 144-145 of 2009 AQHA Handbook for more information.
· NO STALLIONS IN any Walk Trot or Leadline classes.
· In Group Performance Amateur Classes – an exhibitor may only show one horse, either in the Select or All Ages. In individually worked amateur performance classes offered as select, only two horses may be shown. No more than two horses may be shown in amateur division classes (Rule 450 (m) 5 pg 147).
· MEMBERSHIP REQUIREMENTS: Every person competing in an AQHA-approved class must possess either a current, individual AQHYA or AQHA membership card, or AQHA membership card with Amateur privileges, recorded solely in their name as specified in rule 101, or must complete a membership application and pay for it at the show, which will be submitted with the show roster. 

· AQHA AMATEUR CARD: Every person competing in an amateur class must possess a current individual AQHA amateur membership card according to Rule 101. (Refer to Rule 403 for Amateur Eligibility). 

· AQHA YOUTH MEMBERSHIP: Every person entering a youth class must possess a current youth membership card issued by AQHA according to rule 101. (Refer to Rule 404 for Youth Eligibility). 

· NOVICE AMATEUR & YOUTH MEMBERSHIP: Every person competing in a novice amateur or novice youth class must possess a novice amateur or novice youth membership card (Refer to Rule 405 for Novice Eligibility). 

· The Show Management Committee reserves the right to prohibit any person or horse from showing and has the right to remove any person or horse from the grounds without being liable for compensation, including any spectator and/or trade show exhibitor. 
· Any exhibitor making objection to the awarding of any of the prizes or payouts, shall lodge his or her objection, in writing, immediately after the award is made, a deposit of $100 must accompany the objection, which is refundable, if the objection is upheld. 

· INSPECTION OF MEMBERSHIP: Show management must inspect membership cards or a photocopy of it at any show the exhibitor has entered. If the exhibitor is a member but cannot produce their card or a photocopy of their card at the show, they must fill out a replacement form, purchase a new membership and pay the required fee at the show before entering. This fee is not refundable. Temporary cards for Open, Amateur and Youth can be purchased at a show at the same price as a new membership plus a $10.00 US Funds processing fee, and this card will be valid for 45 days. 

· EXHIBITOR NUMBERS: Each exhibitor will be assigned an exhibitor number. 

· UNSPORTSMANLIKE CONDUCT: When an exhibitor, owner and/or his representative acting on behalf of the exhibitor is guilty of unsportsmanlike conduct and/or inhumane treatment of a horse while on the Show Grounds, the Show Management, at its sole discretion, may suspend such individual(s) from competition and a report will be forwarded to the AQHA.  No refund of entry fees will be made. 
· N.S.F. CHEQUES: There will be a service charge of $50.00 for any returned cheque received. Visa/Mastercard payments that are declined (without other payment options available) are considered NSF and will be charged a $50 service charge.

· Show Office Hours - to be posted at show.  At minimum, office will be open 30 minutes prior to start and 30 minutes after the end of the show each day.
· All accounts must be cleared prior to leaving the show grounds.  Blank cheques or credit cards are to be left with the show secretary as deposit for your account.  Accounts can be paid with cash/cheque/visa/mastercard or debit.   Any accounts that are not CLOSED at the show (credit cards require signatures) are subject to a $20 processing fee.  Please double check at the show office before departure.  

· Vendors: Anyone wishing to sell products, tack, jewelry, etc are required to pay a vendor fee to QHAA. You may not sell anything out of your stall area without approval from show management 

· Management reserves the right to change schedule, arenas or times at their discretion. 

· Should any question or dispute arise, which is not provided for in the foregoing rules, the same shall be referred to the Show Management Committee whose decision will be final 

· Dog / Critter Notice: All Dogs must be kept on a leash at all times. No dogs are allowed in the Claresholm Agriplex. 
· Walk Trot / Leadline / 11& Under Classes-Safety Helmets are strongly encouraged for all exhibitors in these classes. Leadline requires a handler 18 Years of Age or Older. 
· Nervous Novice Hunter Under Saddle & Western Pleasure classes(Non-AQHA)  - open as a Walk/Trot class to anyone who has not shown in an AQHA class (with the exception of Halter classes).  Basic safety equipment is required, appropriate attire for each class is encouraged but not necessary.  This class is open to All Breeds and is considered a fun class for anyone (must be eligible) over the age of 12.
